                                        RUNNING OF THE TORIES

         In the early days of the American Revolution or the Glorious Cause as the rebellion was referred to by the patriots, the early settlers in the Green Mountains were faced with a perplexing problem.  Many of the early settlers owed their allegiance to King George of England. They had been in the King’s militia and fought in the French and Indian War.  They had discovered the land around the Arlington area upon their return form the war with the French.  Their land was purchased from the king’s grants known as the New Hampshire Grants. 

      Those who felt strongly about being loyal to the king were Loyalist or later called Tories as the ruling group in England were the Tory Party.  Nathan Canfield and Jehiel Hawley who were founders of the town of Arlington were loyal to the king. While Nathan Canfield was a Tory, he knew enough to “keep his mouth shut.” Jehiel Hawley on the other hand was a Tory and was out spoken about it and left town in a hurry. His land was confiscated because of his treasonous acts.  Others who were known Tories also left town some being chased out by the patriots. Thus we have the running of the Tories as they fled to Canada.
